as interim with NYCGMC in order to get the organization back on their feet during a difficult time.
Brayton is very focused on community choral organizations. In 2019 he served on the board of the
Arizona ACDA and is currently in his fourth year on the board for GALA Choruses and serves as

the committee chair for the Member and Education and Networking committee. Brayton is also
currently serving as an adjunct professor in the School of Social Work at The Ohio State University.
Brayton is honored and thankful to be in Columbus with CGMC as their artistic director. Being able
to lead the innovative, resilient gem of GALA Choruses in the heart of the Midwest is a dream come
true — especially as CGMC has been selected to perform at the Ohio Music Education Association
conference in Columbus in 2024.
